Jesus
said, “You're right! You don’t have a husband— for you have had five husbands, and you aren’t

even married to the man you're living with now. You certainly spoke the truth!”
John 4:16-17 NLT

“Sir,” the woman said, “you must be a prophet. So tell me, why is it that you Jews insist that
Jerusalem is the only place of worship, while we Samaritans claim it is here at Mount Gerizim,
where our ancestors worshiped?” John 4:19-20 NLT

So he stayed for two days, long enough for many more to hear his message and believe. Then they
said to the woman, “Now we believe, not just because of what you told us, but because we have
heard him ourselves. Now we know that he is indeed the Savior of the world.” John 4:39-42 NLT
